Eagerly hear God’s word. (Luke 5:1; Acts 10:33)
Candidly hear God’s word. (Matthew 13:8-23)

It will convict. (Acts 2:37; Hebrews 4:12)

It will cleanse the heart. (Psalm 119:9)

It will make the hearer like a tree planted by
the waters. (Psalm 1:1-3)
